Several members of HFR request more information about the research studies that support the ballot item, particularly the support statement about advance warning signs.  
The Texas document that is cited in the ballot item (dated 1990) is out of date and has been replaced.  Suggest you contact Meg Moore at TxDOT for the current standard.
The Guidance on the bottom of page 2B-10 (2003 edition) states:

When a speed limit is to be posted, it should be within 5mph of the 85th percentile speed of free-flowing traffic.

By definition free-flowing is outside the influence of a signalized intersection, so we question the need for the proposed guidance statement about doing speed studies away from intersections.

We also feel that the newly added support section is misplaced.  It appears right after a Guidance statement about speed studies, but is related to advance warning signs.  The support statement belongs in the section non advance warning signs.
